1. Remove locknut and washer from spray nest assembly and place in far right
hole of sink deck. Reassemble washer and locknut on shank from under-
neath sink. Tighten.

2. Insert hose end of spray hose assembly down through hose guide then up
through the center hole to the faucet. Thread hose onto faucet before insert-
ing faucet into sink deck. Tighten with slip joint pliers.

TO INSTALL FAUCET
3. Be sure mounting surface is clean and dry.

Apply plumbers’ putty on bottom of escutcheon
and position over faucet holes in the sink.

4. Place faucet shanks through holes in sink. If
handles are not installed, refer to Figure 2.

5. Fasten faucet to deck from underneath sink
using nuts and washers in bag. Connect faucet
shanks to hot and cold water supply tubes.
“Hot” connects to left hand faucet shank and
“Cold” to right hand faucet shank (viewed from
front). (If connecting existing tubes and nose
cone to determine if replacement is required
[Figure 1].) Thread coupling nuts onto faucet shanks and tighten with open-
end wrench or basin wrench.

6. Topside. Place washer and sleeve (if applicable) in position on center spout
body. Insert spout assembly into spout body and tighten spout nut.

7. FLUSH WATER LINES to remove dirt and sediment from water line. Turn on
water supply. If faucet does not have spray hose, unscrew aerator from
spout. Turn on HOT and COLD water (together) for two minutes. Replace
with aerator.
If faucet has spray and hose, remove spout assembly, unscrew diverter unit
and remove. Replace assembly. Remove aerator. Turn on HOT and COLD
water (together) and run for two minutes. Flush diverter and replace in
faucet. Replace aerator.

1. Insert handle over cartridge stem. Cartridge rotation should be clockwise for
hot and counterclockwise for cold, except for Option A. Option A both car-
tridges are clockwise.

2. Secure handle screw.

3. Insert plug button if applicable.
